Short Description of Program(s)

Imagine Gallery Residency Programs provide artists, curators, writers and academics with an opportunity to live and work in China. 
Imagine Gallery Residency Programs provide an individual support to help you to build your own program, meeting your objectives and your requests while you are living in Beijing. 
Allowance granted to artists

Possibility to have an Open Studio Show in the artist-in-residence Studio during or by the end of the Artist Residency. Material and mailing back of the artist’s work, invitations design & printing (from 800 Rmb to 1500 Rmb) and opening reception of the show are at the charge of the artist. 

Imagine Gallery will help for the promotion of the event.
The research for grants and any kind of sponsorships or material/financial support is recommended.
Expenses paid by artists

Participants are required to cover the costs of living, accommodation and studio, the costs of individual special programs chosen if so and to participate to the costs of the printing of their Exhibition invitations and Opening Studio if so (1500 Rmb). 
If they wish to organize a Goodbye Party at the end of their Residency, it would be on their own expenses.

The costs for the studio in Feijiacun is 7000 Rmb per month, including electricity, water, heating, cleaning/weekly, personal cell phone and ADSL internet (Wireless).

The 2nd month is 6500 Rmb, the 3d month is 6000 Rmb.

It can be paid in euros, dollars or RMB.

As info, basic day-to-day living expenses (food and transport) are about 3000 Rmb per month.

Situation, Type, Size and Accommodation of the Studio
Feijiacun Imagine Gallery's studio is situated on the north-east side of Beijing (15 mns from downtown and 15 mns from airport), between the 5th and 6th ring roads.
The studio is set in a "factory style" site where there are a series of working and living studios of Chinese and foreign artists. Feijiacun’s studio is situated just next by Imagine Gallery space. 



Feijiacun studio's floor surface is 70 sq. m and the upstairs loft style office area with an internal balcony overlooking the workspace is 35 sq m space, including a closed bedroom. 5 meters high-celling with 2 roof windows and north windows give adequate lighting.

Bathroom, toilets, small storage/laundry room and open kitchen in the studio. 
The studio is self-contained with water-machine, fridge, gas stove, washing machine, heating, air conditioning(only in the upstairs closed bedroom), adequate kitchen gear, furnishings and linen, 2 bicycles, wireless ADSL internet connection (You have to bring your own Laptop-RECOMMANDED), TV with DVD player, CD player. 
Utilities and weekly cleaning are included.

We also provide a cell phone with local number.
Other Notes
Actually the 70 m2 studio is your own living and working place. You don't have to share with another artist unless you decide it or you wish to receive another person.

You have your own closed bedroom (upstairs). The kitchen is downstairs and there is also the place for working. You can organize your space as you wish. You can check images in our website.

The space is kept simple and basic. The floor downstairs is just in concrete to allow artists not to be afraid to make it dirty while painting or sculpting.

Some few other details:

1/ We'll lend you a cell phone with local number. You'll just have to buy a card with units for using it. You can't call abroad with it, but people can call you from abroad.

2/ There is 24/24- 7/7 wireless internet. You'll have to bring your own laptop and it will immediately catch the signal.

3/ There is no fixed phone line so most of the time, the residents use online calling to contact other countries (Windows Live Messenger, etc...).

4/ There is an average of electricity consumption allowed everyday for the studio which is included in the residency fee. If you need more electricity, for example for using a welder, a powerful light or any other machines, on a long term everyday, you'll have to pay the surplus.

5/ Daily Food, drinking water, basic bathroom items, etc...are at your charge.

6/ Gas consumption is included in residency fee. Same restriction like for electricity consumption.

Conditions

A booking is considered tentative until payment in full has been made. This should be completed as soon as possible to secure your preferred time and place. Although we will consult with you, Imagine Gallery reserves the right to re-allocate the booking before payment is made.

Cancellation Policy

Paid bookings cancelled more than six months before arrival will be refunded (less bank charges). Due to the difficulty of filling cancelled paid bookings at short notice, cancellations within six months of arrival will only be refunded if replacement residents can be found.

Applicants Seeking Funding

The limited number of places available, long lead times for processing funding applications, and the highly competitive nature of applying for funds/grants make holding a place difficult for applicants who are relying on funding to come to Beijing.

Imagine Gallery residence applications which are subject to receipt of a grant should nominate up to three periods in which they can come. Those applicants who receive funding will be consulted with to find a suitable time once funding has been secured.

It is highly recommended that applicants seeking funding request that funding can be acquitted in a period of up to 12 months from the time of notification from the funding body. This way Imagine Gallery can do its best to satisfy the time and accommodation needs of an applicant.

Advices

It is strongly advised to obtain travel and health insurance including medical evacuation.

Applicants with special requirements should seek advice early on in the application process. Beijing presents a challenging physical environment.
